sconce lights. Opposite the din-
ing table is the kitchen. It has all-
wood storage cabinets above and
below, as well as a large counter-
top with a sink for doing the
dishes. Also included are
microwave and convection
ovens, fluorescent lighting and a
built-in TV and VCR.

Beyond the kitchen is the
bathroom which is fully
enclosed with a heavy fabric cur-
tain for privacy. Inside the bath-
room there is a commode with a
large sink that has both hot and
cold running water, plus a full-
size vanity mirror with a built-in
medicine cabinet. The toilet fea-
tures an electric flush and uses
chemicals and a holding tank
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which is serviceable from out-
side the truck. Beneath the bath-
room is a 10-gal water supply
tank.

Across from the bathroom is a
2-ft-wide closet with built-in
drawers for clothes. The bed-
room has a full-size bunk with a
48-in. innerspring mattress.
Mounted near the ceiling of the
bunk is a second combination
TV/VCR with remote controls.
At the head of the bed is a mas-
ter control panel for all lighting,
A/C and heating. Above the bed
area is another row of wooden
cabinets for more storage.

Gary adds: “This truck has an
excellent ride due to the extend-
ed wheelbase, set-back front

axle, double frame and air sus-
pension.”

Add-on goodies include an
Eagle leather trim package,
Duraform air suspension driver’s
seat, cellular phone, CB radio,
and Qualcomm Omnitrax satel-
lite tracking system.

The trailer is a Trailmobile 48-
ft x 102-in. with wood floor and
air-ride suspension.

“I realize we’re unusual wher-
ever we go,” Gary adds. “Often
when we stop, people ask for a
look inside. If we're under load,
we have to refuse. I guess that’s
the only downside to this busi-
ness. We can’t always accommo-
date everyone who wants to see
our ‘home on wheels.”” (1
